	At Briercliffe, our core purpose is to prepare all of our children for what lies beyond the experience of primary school. To do this, we aim for children to have access to a high standard of education regardless of their family’s current situation. We support the children to be confident, resilient and independent learners in preparation for their transition to high school and beyond. 

At Briercliffe Primary School we put an emphasis on quality first teaching and targeted support for specific groups of children. Our disadvantaged children access daily quality first teaching with further support from teaching assistants who are given regular training. Many of the teaching assistant CPD sessions have an element of focus on our disadvantaged children.

We place a focus on pastoral support for both our children and parents/carers. Our Learning Mentor works daily with many individual and groups of children who are vulnerable. This has a positive impact upon children’s mental health and well-being and in turn supports their academic progress.

	Attendance and punctuality of many of our Pupil Premium children shows a negative correlation with progress and academic achievement.

	Emotional wellbeing. Our pupil attitude questionnaire in April 2025 showed that 88% of KS1 and KS2 children reported that they were happy coming to Briercliffe. 55% of the children reported having worries in school. Follow up showed these worries and not enjoying coming to school were linked with out of school issues (my family being safe at home, worrying about siblings in school) but others identified their safety in school (fire, bullying on the yards) and happiness (transition).

Outcomes for disadvantaged pupils
	Expected Standard in Reading 
During the 2024/2025 academic year, 20 Year 6 children were eligible for 
Pupil Premium. 60% of those pupils achieved the expected standard in reading. 
This was an increase from 48% of PP children from the previous year. 
Non PP children was 73%. 


Expected Standard in Writing
During the 2024/2025 academic year, 20 Year 6 children were eligible for Pupil Premium. 55% of those pupils achieved the expected standard in writing.
This was an increase from 47% of PP children from the previous year. 
Non PP children was 78%

Expected Standard in Mathematics
During the 2023/2024 academic year, 19 Year 6 children were eligible for
Pupil Premium. 60% of those pupils achieved the expected standard in
mathematics. 
This was an increase from 58% of PP children from the previous year. 
Non PP children was 76%

Year 1 Phonics
During the 2024/2025 academic year, 2 Year 1 children were eligible for
Pupil Premium. 50% (1 out of the 2 children) of those pupils achieved the expected standard in phonics.
Previous year 3 out of 4 children (75%) reached the expected standard in phonics
Non PP children was 75%.

Attendance
During the 2024/2025 academic year, whole school absence stood at 4.6% where national was 5.2%. 
The attendance figure for children eligible for pupil premium funding was 9% with national at 5.2%.
